Rules
Current USA and CSI Swimming rules will govern the procedure of the meet. Age as of October 22nd will determine the swimmer’s age group. 





Swimmers are permitted to swim a maximum of four (4) individual events per session (Friday session – maximum of two (2)), with a maximum of five (5) events per day. All events are timed finals. Entries must be legible with name of swimmer, event and description. No refunds will be given for incorrect entries. The meet will be pre-seeded, except for the Friday events, which requires positive check-in. 

Swimmers competing without a USA Swimming certified coach in attendance must:

· Check in with the Meet Referee before entering the pool. A USA Swimming certified supervisory coach will be assigned.

· Provide proof of USA Swimming dive starts certification or in-water starts will be required. It is the responsibility of the swimmer or the swimmer’s legal guardian to ensure compliance with this requirement.
This meet will enforce USA Swimming Rules & Regulations for timely reporting to the block area and responding promptly to signals and commands.
Coaches and officials must display current credentials at all times while on deck. No exhibition swimming is allowed. The Meet Referee will be the final authority for conduct of the meet.
Eligibility 
All athletes must hold a 2010/2011 USA Swimming membership card. Swimmers who are within the 120-day transfer rule must swim unattached. Any swimmer that appears on the CSI exception report without registration must come to the meet prepared to show their current card or they will be deck registered before they can enter the water. Deck registration will be the normal fee plus a surcharge of $27.00 for year-round or $14.00 for seasonal membership and will be refunded by CSI upon proof of prior registration.

Distance Events 
All Friday events will require positive check-in and will be deck seeded. Positive check-in will close 30 minutes prior to the start of the session. At the Meet Referee’s discretion, swimmers who fail to swim an event for which they have positively checked in may be barred from further competition. All swimmers in the 400 IM and the 500 Freestyle events must provide their own timers plus counters for the 500. The 500 Freestyle will be swum fastest to slowest, alternating girls and boys. 

Entry Procedure
All meet entries should be submitted using Hy-Tek software, along with a Hy-Tek printout of swimmers, entries, and a contact for each team. CSI Meet Verification forms and checks (make one check payable to Aurora Public Schools) must be sent to the ATST entry chair no later than 5 days prior to the start of the meet. Any team that fails to pay entry fees prior to the 
start of the meet will not be allowed to participate until full payment is received. No exceptions.



E-mailed entries followed by mailed physical hard copies are preferred. 



Deck entries will be accepted and seeded into open lanes. No extra heats 



will be added to accommodate deck entries. All deck entries must present 



proof of current registration —no exceptions will be made.

Entries will be accepted in the order they are received. The postmark on the entry packets or time stamp on the e-mail will determine the order. ATST reserves the right to limit entries to stay within the 4-hour rule for the 12 & Under session.
Entry Fees 

$3.60 per individual event, plus a $6.00 pool surcharge per swimmer.




$.60 per individual swim goes to the CSI support fund.




$5.00 per deck entry (in open lanes only)

October 11, 2010. Late entries will be treated as deck entries and will be 



placed only in open lanes.
